Getting There

Approximately twenty-nine miles west of Port Angelon US 101, or about the same
distance north and east of the town of Forks, sauth on Sol Duc Hot Springs Road. The well-
signed turn is at MP 219.2. Olympic National Pamk@&nce fees may be required.

Drive 13.8 miles, much of it through virgin foresto a huge parking area at the end of the

road. Sol Duc Hot Springs resort and campgroupadssed at the twelve-mile point.

Trail and Falls

Despite the often distractingly large number ofnakers to the picturesque falls, the
passage through old growth bio-diversity on the vgayondrous indeed. The route is up and
down, perhaps gaining and losing two hundred varfeet each way. Just before the falls, the
trail forks. A signed right branch of it drops tmss the Sol Duc River over its deeply carved
run-out canyon. Views of the splendid thrice-segta@mirop are great from the footbridge.
